Edward Green, the maximum expert in AIDS
of Harvard University, stated in 2009 that “there
is a connection between a greater availability of
preservatives and a higher rate of AIDS infec-
tion”. Edward Green was of the opinion at
that time that the model of fight against AIDS
continues to be used by Uganda where in the
80’s a campaign was promoted based on mo-
nogamy among couples under the slogan “stick
to your partner or be faithful”.

According to HWO, Uganda has the most
spectacular decrease in the number of AIDS in-
fections, as they went from 1,100,000 infected
persons in 2001 down to 940,000 in 2007, but
if we observe the percentage in the last 17
years, it has gone from almost 14% to 5.4%.
Uganda’s strategy in their fight against AIDS
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African Continent

was not based on the use of preservatives, but on
the rescue of the traditional African family.

His Holiness Benedict XVI expressed on
Wednesday March 18 in Cameroon, in his defense
of the “indissoluble and stable” marriage, that the
preservative “aggravated” the problem of AIDS in
Africa. The Pope proposed the humanization of
sexuality, as well as a spiritual renovation, which
entails a new form of conduct. The most effec-
tive weapons against the propagation of AIDS are
love and care in conjunction with education in
fidelity and abstinence.

Echoes of AGLA — México 2009

The Latin America Christian Family Movement held
its XIV Latin America Encounter (ELA) and its XXIV
Latin America General Assembly (AGLA) from Octo-
ber 30 through November 5, 2009, in Queretaro, Mex-
ico, with the theme “THE FAMILY INVOLVED
WITH THE CHURCH, NATURE AND SOCIETY IN
THE LIGHT OF APARECIDA”, in tune with the
Conclusions of the Vth EPISCOPAL CONFERENCE
OF LATIN AMERICA AND THE CARIBBEAN held
in Aparecida, Brasil in May 2007, with the presence of
Pope Benedict XVI. The objective of the XIV ELA
was “to reorganize our actions in formation, unity and
ecclesiastic communion as missionaries and disciples
of Jesus Christ”.

Through a preparation effort carried out during the
previous year, which involved a great number of the
160,000 families in the base groups of the 18 countries
members of the Latin American CFM, a diagnoses
was made of the reality of the Latin American family
vis-a-vis Society, the Church and Nature, which study
showed significant coincidences with the problematic
identified in each of the countries, which served as the
basis for the work carried on during the XIV ELA,
most salient of which are:

Family/Society

Artificial cultures or cultural changes without
values.

High index of poverty, including extreme po-
verty.

Generalized corruption in both the State and
Society.

Negative influence of the Media.

Family/Church

Deficient evangelization.

Lack of proper formation and commitment of the
laity.

Lack of openness towards the laity on the part of
some priests.

Individualistic spirituality and relativistic
mentality with regard to ethical and
religious subjects.

Family disintegration has not been ad-
dressed in its basis and foundation.

Family/Nature
Environmental contamination.
Lack of ecological education or discipline.

Inadequate legislation and lack of respect of the
law.
Deficient installations in industrial and govern-
ment entities to prevent ecological damage.
During the Encounter these three themes were de-
veloped by means of presentations made by Special-
ists, followed by group workshops with plenary meet-
ings where group proposals were made for actions to
be taken towards problem solutions. At the end a
Panel was held to wrap up the three themes.

Besides the richness and joy of sharing experiences
with adults and youth, and with the presence of
ICCFM Presidents and Chaplain, the Chengs and F.
Jose Majadas; it was rewarding and stimulating to find
brethren in our faith in the same and only God, who in
spite of all kinds of difficulties, continue to work hard
for the Family and the extension of the Kingdom of
God which is one of Justice, Solidarity and Peace.
